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God, “that then which nothing greater can be conceived.”  Does God exist?  That question has raised a lot of debate time and time again.  And in my mind I believe that god does not exist and that his existence cannot be proven using my human reason.  Therefore in the following paragraphs I will try to articulate why I believe what I believe.


The idea of god can be can be achieved by negative inference of imperfect things.  This idea therefore forces god to be not only in the understanding but also in reality other wise negating god’s given quality of omnipotence.  I personally do not have this idea because there is no reasonable evidence to prove that such an idea is really true.  How can an idea exist in reality without being proven true first?  I can have the idea of a unicorn but unless I see it in real life and link my idea with the actual being than that idea is just and idea.  It requires a leap of faith to believe in an idea, which you cannot prove true without assuming things.  What I believe in is explainable by science things and not yet explained by science things.

Century’s ago our ancestors believed that the earth was the center of the universe and that it was flat like a dinner plate.  We now clearly know that this in nonsense.  This is an example of how human progress through education has broadened our understanding of the universe.  Things not yet explained today might in the near future be easily understood and thought of as trivial.  Probably the main reason this idea of a god is still with us today is because there still are unexplained phenomena in the universe.
